They offer 

Japanese culture workshops, Japanese 

language lessons, overseas technology trainee 

exchanges and social studies trips for 

overseas technology trainees. In addition, 

they accept short-term international students 

from 3 schools in Thailand to create 

international awareness among the youth.  

◆Kutchan 

Have fun all year round with the high quality powder 

snow in the winter and loads of activities including 

rafting in the summer.

◆Hakodate 

There is a comprehensive foreigner consultation center 

where you can receive consultation, etc. from foreigners 

living in Japan in person, over the phone or through a 

tablet in multiple languages as well as Japanese 

lessons. There are also events for foreigners and 

citizens to interact and experience Japanese culture. 

◆Wakkanai 

Wakkanai marine product businesses teach Japanese 

culture to their overseas trainees and they participate 

in local events. There are also various different 

international exchanges such as celebrating the 

Chinese and Vietnamese New Years with city officials. 

◆Higashikawa 

This is the location of Japan’s first public Japanese 

language school. There are many people who have 

immigrated from overseas living here. The Japanese 

language school allows students to learn Japanese 

culture and the photography culture of Higashikawa.

Kristian Lund who has experience working for a newspaper company in Australia works as 
the chief editor of the area magazine powderlife for overseas tourists visiting Niseko. 
He currently lives in Niseko with his wife Chika and 2 small children. 
 

＜Free magazine powderlife＞ 

Chika: There are staff members in the Niseko area working as editing 

assistants, photographers, designers, translators, writers and more. We have 

4-5 people working. Using photos from various different photographers allows 

them to make a living locally. powderlife has a distribution of about 20,000 

copies in lodging facilities and shops in the Niseko and Hirafu areas. We are 

also planning to send them to Canada, Thailand and Malaysia.  
 

＜Convenience of living in Niseko＞ 

Chika: There are a lot of international couples in this area with a lot of 

children of mixed races. There is no bias against them and they have similar 

problems so they have built a relationship in which they can consult with each 

other. The people of Niseko are friendly and very kind. The entire town 

provides support for a diverse society so it is a very convenient place to live. 
 

Kris: My favorite time is the summer. Niseko summers are very beautiful. I 

like to ride my bicycle with my children and enjoy the scenery. The 

environment is also amazing with great tasting spring water nearby. My 

neighbors are very friendly and they always bring me fruits and vegetables 

which are fresh and great-tasting.
